
In-Home Supportive Services (IHSS) Program: 
This training is designed to provide knowledge, skills and information necessary to be applied within the field

of home care services. An IHSS provider is an individual who gets paid to provide services to low-income
elderly, blind or disabled individuals, including children, so they may remain safely in their own home. IHSS is

considered an alternative to out-of-home care, such as nursing homes or board and care facilities.
Requirements: 3 Classes - Voc. Ed 002CE / 059CE / 230CE are required to complete the certificate.
